Swedish sound arfist Anne Rosen makes sound installations, or rather sound environments. Dealing with such works you are to immerse yourself and sink in them, close your eyes and
listen thoroughly, and then you find yourself in a completely new and different emotional environment. Rosen describes her works as “walk-in compositions”, “portable relax stations”,
"deputy silences”. Her sound installations do not attack the viewers but invite fo join the game, fo simply agree to press your ear fo a pillow filled with sound and air, or to put on your
head a bucket with speakers inside.

In Petersburg and Kronstadt, Anne Rosen brings Portable Relaxation Station. She does not show her work in a gallery or museum: she comes out to the streets to address ordinary
people, those who pass by. Ann Rosen's installation consists of pillows filled with air connected with portable MP3 players. Anybody can come up, press his cheek to the musical pillow,
close his eyes and relax listening to the sounds of those big soft “speakers”.

Ann Rosen's Porfable Relaxation Station is a perfect example of what Paul Virilio has called an aesthetics of friendliness: a project aimed at interaction with audience and offering the
audience an unusual, uncommon but pleasing service. It is not necessary to be a connoisseur of art to take part in such project and to enjoy if: it is enough to be an ordinary passer-by,
if only not too shy. Art of this kind is aimed at pushing the limits of its audience’s experience, enabling the viewers to look at the world from a new, unexpected point — and only after
that, to reflect on the question, if limitless opporfunities of new experiences are hidden in the mind of an artist or in the viewer's own mind.
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
